Acts 10:44-48

Peter has gone to visit Cornelius, a Gentile and Roman centurion, and has proclaimed
to him the good news of Jesus, that all who believe in Jesus will receive forgiveness of
sins. Even as Peter is speaking, the Holy Spirit falls upon the gathered and they extol
God and speak in tongues, as had happened to Jewish disciples with the arrival of the
Spirit. The Jewish believers who had come with Peter are astounded that the Spirit has
fallen impartially also upon Gentiles, and Peter is persuaded that baptism must be
extended to these new believers.

While Peter was still speaking, the Holy Spirit fell upon all who heard the
word. The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astounded
that the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles, for
they heard them speaking in tongues and extolling God. Then Peter said,
"Can anyone withhold the water for baptizing these people who have
received the Holy Spirit just as we have?" So he ordered them to be baptized
in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they invited him to stay for several days.

Belief in Jesus as the Christ, together with love of all God’s children, form the heart
of the Christian faith. This faith is victorious over the world; that is, over godless
society. To love God means to obey God’s commandments, and the essence of the
commandments is the love of all who are of God. The one who overcomes the world
believes that Jesus is the Son of God, who was present in the world not only through
the water of his baptism but in the blood of his crucifixion.

Everyone who believes that Jesus is the Christ has been born of God,
and everyone who loves the parent loves the child. By this we know
that we love the children of God, when we love God and obey his
commandments. For the love of God is this, that we obey his
commandments. And his commandments are not burdensome, for
whatever is born of God conquers the world. And this is the victory
that conquers the world, our faith. Who is it that conquers the world
but the one who believes that Jesus is the Son of God?

This is the one who came by water and blood, Jesus Christ, not with
the water only but with the water and the blood. And the Spirit is
the one that testifies, for the Spirit is the truth.

Jesus speaks of his great love for his disciples and calls upon them to show this same
love toward each other that has come to him from the Father. Jesus is talking with his
disciples shortly before his death, when he will be taken away from them. But this love
has now formed his followers into a new community in relationship with Jesus and the
Father. They are no longer servants but friends.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and,
when we had fallen into sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in
your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to share our human
nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the God and Father
of all.
